In late July 2006 a
party of ten people set out
from different centres in
the world to join together
in Malawi to do mission
work there with Seed
Sowers Trust. Three peo-
ple from Devon were
joined in Lilongwe, Ma-
lawi by an American from
California who had trav-
elled some 16000 miles to
be with the team and
George Bhima, Seed-
sowers NGO representa-
tive in Malawi. The group
from Devon comprised a
nurse, Miss Pat Pickering
who is also a trustee of
Seedsowers, a registered
blind man, lan White and
another trustee from Seed-

sowers, Mike Ansell. The
American, Hank Webb is
a retired lecturer who has
medical experience.

This initial group im-
mediately started a nutri-
tion programme in
M’Bangombe, a rural vil-
lage on the outskirts of
Lilongwe. This village is
just one of a group of 700
villages in the area which
need help. The group
were warmly welcomed
by the villagers who
greeted them with their
traditional singing and
speeches from the local
chiefs. With the help of a
prominent High Court
Judge, Esme Chombo,
and her husband, Dan and

members of the Pan Afri-
can Christian Women's
Association (PACWA),
150 malnourished chil-
dren were treated. This
initial team immediately
‘gelled’ and worked well
into the night administer-
ing treatment, medication
and nutrition under the
glare of car headlights.

This initial group then
travelled to Mvuu Camp
in the Liwonde National
Park for a short break and
to see some of the wild
life of Malawi. The group
were joined here by an-
other five people who
flew in from London. This
group consisted of the
Shastri family, Dave,
Patricia and Richard, who
are normally resident in
Bermuda and who also
have medical experience
together with expertise in
children’s work. Also part
of this group were Mei-
Mei Lillywhite and Geor-
gina Johnson, the former
having experience in the
medical field and the lat-
ter again in children’s
work. At the camp the
party went on river and
land safaris where they
saw elephants, crocodiles,
hippos, warthogs etc. and
a vast array of bird life.
